Some Nepalese Acts, Regulations and Standards on export and import of animal, animal products & animal production inputs.
Nepal Government’s Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives, Department of Food Technology and Quality control has notified World Trade Organization about its directives on export and import of food products. The directives include:

1. Export Certification System

· Certification of food safety and quality management system.

2. Import Certification System

· Import Certification of food.

The directives have entered into force from 5th April 2008.

Similarly, the Government of Nepal, Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives, Department of Livestock Services has enforced Animal Quarantine Working Procedure, 2007. The notification regarding the rules, regulation working procedures and standards are notified to WTO Sanitary and Phytosanitary (SPS) committee on 4th April 2008. This procedure is proposed to be entered into force from June 5, 2008. 
Government of Nepal, Ministry of Agriculture and cooperatives, Department of Livestock Services has proposed to adopt 
a. Animal Health & Livestock Services Act, 1998 
b. Animal Health & Livestock Services Regulation, 1999.

The act and regulation are proposed to be entered into force from June 5, 2008 and it is already notified to member countries through WTO SPS committee on April 4, 2008.
Similarly, the Government of Nepal, Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives, Department of Livestock Services has enforced 
a. Animal Slaughterhouse & Meat Inspection Act, 1999 
b. Animal Slaughterhouse & Meat Inspection Regulation, 2001 
The act and regulation are proposed to be entered into force from June 5, 2008 and it is already notified to member countries through WTO SPS committee on April 4, 2008
On 7th April 2008 Nepal has notified WTO SPS committee regarding the enforcement of 
a. Quarantine Standards for Day Old Chicks 
b. Quarantine Standards for Table Egg 
c. Quarantine Standards for Fingerlings 

d. Quarantine Standards for Hatching Egg 
The above mentioned standards are proposed to be entered into force from June 5, 2008. 
The above mentioned rules, regulation, working procedures & standards are applicable to any country trading animal, animal products & animal production inputs with Nepal. The acts, regulations and standards have been enforced to regulate export of animal, animal products & animal production inputs; and to regulate trade of these items within the country; and to safeguard the health of human being and animals.
